Due to show’s popularity we must      
enforce a two quilt per entrant limit and we reserve the right to not accept  
entries who have not pre-registered due to space limitations. 
 
Bring your quilt on Thursday August 7th to Smith Hall, which is on the       
festival grounds, between the hours of 4-6 p.m.  We will then tag your quilt 
and add it to the show.  We would like the quilts to be on display until      
Sunday the 10th at 3:00 p.m. at which time they will need to be picked up 
(please no later than 3:30 p.m.)  If you have a display stand please bring it as 
well, it will help us to display as many quilts as possible. 
 
We will be awarding a “People’s Choice” prize this year which will be given to 
the owner of the quilt that receives the most votes by way of placing a coin 
in that quilt’s vote container,
